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Japanese embroidery artist Shizuka Kusano has explored the expressive

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developed a style that bridges classical aesthetics and modern sensibilities.
This exhibition presents approximately 200 works, ranging from kimono
and deconative curtains inspired by The Take of Genji to embroidered works

on Western-style clothing and small accessories.
